Admission and discharge procedure (learning disabilities)
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Gather information regarding patients disability related needs using My Hospital Passport 











Is further advice needed regarding how to best meet the patient’s specific needs?  





For example how to support communication or assisting the patient to consent 





Ensure that form is passed onto the receiving ward





Admission via A&E


Support worker or carer to call ahead if patient is particularly complex





Planned Admission





Discuss any disability related support needs at pre-admission consultation








Discharge Plan is agreed with the main carer or allocated worker


Start planning for discharge as early as possible to allow time to make changes to the person’s community support plan








The main carer or allocated worker will support the ward to produce a support plan


At regular intervals during the care episode check with the patient and carer that planned care is meeting their needs
